Welcome and Introductions:
Duke Bushong, FACT interim Executive Director opened the meeting and introductions were made.
CTSA/FACT Update:
Duke Bushong discussed FACT’s implementation of the SDCC grant to provide low-cost transportation in North County for individuals with developmental disabilities.  Services will be offered Monday – Sunday, 8:00 AM – 5:00 PM.  Also discussed, the upcoming budget cuts amongst transportation-providing agencies and the need to pool resources and weather the storm.  Duke shared that he has met with SANDAG and a new business plan is in development. 
SANDAG Update:
Danielle Kochman discussed SANDAG updates:  (1) A new coordinated plan was adopted in October.  (2) A grant to incorporate rural areas was awarded by CALTRANS. (3) Senior mini-grants were awarded in October and SANDAG is working with those recipients to finalize contracts to begin Feb. 1st/retroactive Jan. 1st. (4) The next DOT 5310 funding phase will not be compromised and another funding competition will be implemented right away.  Danielle also shared there will be new faces on the Board of Directors and changes are not likely.
MTS Paratransit Update:
Carolyn Dunmore discussed the upcoming arrival of 50 new mini-buses with 24 already in service.  Also congratulations to Scott Transue on his promotion to ADA Paratransit Manager.  
NCTD Paratransit Update:
Alane Haynes discussed NCTD’s latest updates:  (1) The 2nd phase of service cuts will begin January 09 and will affect LIFT.  (2) Path of Travel, a new program providing mobility travel training will get underway January 09.  (3) LIFT will offer transfers beginning February 09 for long trips.  
County OES Update:
Lesley Luke discussed the possibility of a CTSA position with the OES and has met with the Purchasing & Contract Dept. regarding emergency service transportation in a disaster.  It was suggested the STRIDE web site could provide the coordination between agencies.  
Roundtable and General Announcements:
· Brenda Boethel, Jewish Family Services, discussed ‘On the Go’ – a transportation solution for older adults providing field trips and excursions as well as shuttles to and from shopping centers.  Brenda also shared about ‘Rides & Smiles’ – a volunteer based transportation program in its 5th year.  Brochures describing the programs were distributed.
· Valerie shared that 560 families came out to their annual holiday party.
· Todd Lordson, SDRC, discussed upcoming budget cuts.
· Jeannie says they are closing all six service centers and will be housed out of the Episcopal Church they started in.  Contacts will stay the same, only address changing.
· Duke Bushong, FACT, shared the FACT office is moving January 1st to 410 Melrose Ave. in Vista.  Also FACT has advertised for new Executive Director.
