Review of minutes-November 15, 2007

Minutes from the November 15, 2007 meeting were approved as written.

CTSA/FACT Update
Rob Carley reported on the forum for Emergency Preparedness for people with disabilities at OES. Rob commented that good ideas and discussion took place at the forum, but that no one stepped forward to lead the efforts to determine the method for social service agencies to update the OES database.  
FACT received $64,000 from San Diego County Supervisor Bill Horn as part of matching funds for the 2006 New Freedom funding. Rob also reported on the community outreach and education meetings that he has attended. FACT has been awarded 2006 & 2007 New Freedom funds.

SANDAG Update
Danielle Kochman gave an update on grant funding and the timeline for the application process. SANDAG has completed the 1st draft of the Coordinated Plan which will go before the Social Services Transportation Advisory Council on March 24th.  The draft will be available for public review on SANDAG’s website in April 2008 with final adoption in May 2008.  An application workshop for 5310 funding will be on March 14th.  Applications for JARC and New Freedom grant funding for rural areas in San Diego are due in April 2008.

MTS ADA Paratransit Services Update

Max Calder reported that MTS has completed a Paratransit demand use study. MTS is also updating the ADA map to review what areas fall outside MTS service area. Once the ADA map review is completed, notification will be sent to ADA certified riders in March and April regarding bus service that will be discontinued for routes that fall outside MTS service area. DART will discontinue service in mid-April to the Rancho Bernardo area. Discussion took place regarding the reduction of services.

NCTD ADA Paratransit Services Update

Rob Carley reported that NCTD has purchased 5 sedans for Paratransit services. The sedans will replace taxi trips which will result in a cost savings. The pilot “Free Fares” on fixed route for ADA certified riders program has been successful with the number of riders increasing monthly. The “Free Fares” program will go before the NCTD Board in May to implement the program permanently. NCTD’s Mobility and Travel training program has provided training to 966 riders since the program started. A survey has been sent to ADA certified LIFT riders to find out how many are taking advantage of the “Free Fares” program.
