Pineapple Express Presentation
Elvin Like and Souheil Jawad gave a presentation on their company, Golden State Paratransit, “Pineapple Express”, which specializes in transporting the elderly, developmentally disabled and wheelchair individuals. Their company has over 20 years combined experience and their drivers have had extensive training. They operate a fleet of 8 ADA compliant vehicles. Discussion took place about their customer base and their service fee schedule.

5310 Vehicles: 
Discussion took place regarding vehicles that have been purchased with 5310 funding for various organizations, and the reoccurring maintenance problems with the vehicles.

CTSA/FACT Update
Rob Carley reported that he has been working with cities and various organizations to secure partnerships with FACT. Currently the City of Escondido and Oceanside along with Transit Alliance for a Better North County, NCTD, Del Mar Community Connections, and At Your Home Family Care have all signed Partnership Agreements. The City of Vista has signed a Statement of Support for FACT. A steering committee has been established to help facilitate the implementation of the North County Pilot Project. Rob explained the funding sources that FACT will be applying for to develop the mobility management center and operations for FACT.  A target date for the start of FACT operations has been set for August 2008.

Standard Taxi Presentation
Rob Carley did a presentation on the Standard Taxi. The Standard Taxi has seating positions for 4 passengers in the rear compartment and has additional space that is compliant with the vehicle standards of the ADA. Passengers can easily enter the taxi by either stepping inside or by using a standard recessed access ramp. The cost of the vehicle is $25,000 and production should begin in around 18 months. Discussion took place about the design of the vehicle and its usability. Funding options for the purchase of the vehicles was also discussed.

SANDAG Update
Danielle Kochman gave an update on the Coordinated Plan. SANDAG has begun their regional outreach on the Coordinated Plan.  The Coordinated Plan will go to the SANDAG Transportation Committee for adoption on Sept. 23rd.  Danielle reported on JARC and New Freedom funding application requirements and deadlines.

CAM Training Review
Rob Carley gave an update on the CAM training. Driver Sensitivity training will be set for the September CAM training.

ADA Paratransit Services Update

Max Calder gave an update on MTS paratransit services. Alane Haynes, Rob Carley and Max are involved in the planning of the Emergency Evacuation Plan for San Diego County. Max commented that they need to have input from outside agencies on the needs of their clients in the event of a disaster to help them include those needs into the Emergency Evacuation Plan. 
Alane Haynes reported that the NCTD Board has adopted the SPRINTER network services changes. Alane commented that the Governor’s budget could drastically impact transit funding. She suggested contacting the Governor and Legislators to let them know of our concern.  Alane reported that the Board adopted the “free fare” program for ADA certified passengers, which allows ADA certified passenger to ride free on any BREEZE fixed route.  Alane also reported on the Partners for Mobility Program with FACT. Discussion took place on the “free fare” program.
